Lamar Institute of Technology has received $918,151 from the Department of
Education to award Emergency Financial Aid Grants to Students.

An estimated 1,495 students at the institution eligible to participate in programs
under Section 484 in Title IV of the Higher Education Act of 1965 and thus
eligible to receive Emergency Financial Aid Grants to students under Section
18004(a)(1) of the CARES Act.

Complete the needs survey (satisfactory evidence to justify the need).

Have filed a 2019/2020 FAFSA.

Are a U.S citizen or eligible non-citizen (i.e., eligible to receive federal Title IV
aid).

Are enrolled in a degree-seeking associate or certificate program.

Are not exclusively in online courses for the spring semester on or prior to March
13, 2020.

Meet Satisfactory Academic Progress requirements.

Are not in default on a federal student loan or owe an overpayment on any
federal grant.

Have a high school diploma, GED, or completion of high school in an approved
home school setting.

Have a valid Social Security number.

Are registered with Selective Service (if required).

Do not have a federal or state conviction for drug possession or sale.
