= The test will then start.

20-point deductions for each occurrence:

=  Where you are taking your exam must be well lit. If it is not well lit, you
will have 20 points deducted from your test.

= Your face must be visible the entire length of the test. If your face cannot
be seen even for a few seconds you will have 20 points deducted from your
test.

50-point reduction or a zero on the entire test

You must be in a private location. If another person is seen or heard while you are
taking your test this could be misconstrued as cheating resulting in a 50-
point reduction or a zero.
